PUPIL INFORMATION

1. You should register as usual before going to sit exams.

2. You should check the timetable and make sure you have the correct equipment for the exam.

3. Mobile Phones  and drinks  should NOT be taken into the Examination Room:

Bags should be left at the front of the hall.

Pencil cases should not be placed on desks but must be left in bags.

4. You should arrive in good time for the exam.

5. You will already have been informed if you are entitled to exam support – eg a scribe. If you are one of these pupils you should go to the Pupil Support Department at least 5 minutes before the exam start times and you will be given further individual information/instructions then.

6. If an exam finishes after 11.55 or 2.35 pm (during period 4 or period 6) you will be allowed to leave the School.  No-one should hang around the School or playground.  At other times you should return to normal classes.

7. When breaks are taken between exams, pupils should behave in an orderly manner.

8. You will not be allowed to leave the exam before the finishing time noted on the timetable – in order to do your best at all exams you should make use of all the time given to you.

9. NOTE:  There are external invigilators supervising the exams.
