SKILLS FOR WORK: EARLY EDUCATION & CHILDCARE
Intermediate 1
Hawick Thursdays 9.30 am – 3.00 pm 

This course is designed for those pupils who are interested in studying about early education and childcare issues. The units cover information regarding child development and working in Early Education and Childcare setting. Pupils study different aspects of development including physical, social, emotional and cognitive development over different age ranges. RURAL SKILLS

ESTATE MAINTENANCE: AN INTRODUCTION Intermediate 1
Thursdays 1.00pm – 3.30pm – location to be confirmed.
Pupils will be working outdoors in all weather conditions and must therefore wear the PPE issued. Failure to do this will mean pupils will not be permitted to attend Rural Skills for Work sessions. 
For all day sessions, students must bring a packed lunch with them. Pupils will be working in the real environment with real tools and equipment; therefore it is essential that safe, appropriate behaviour is displayed at all times.
This course is designed to give pupils who are interested in the countryside an insight to rural work and life style. The pupils will develop basic practical skills used in the land based industries such as those shown opposite.
